Present Tense Conjugations - Polite (£9") form

This is the most common form/conjugation in Japanese. The &9 -form is used when
speaking politely to people you don’t know well, in professional settings, or when showing

respect.

When NOT to Use 9 -Form

e In casual conversations with friends and family.
e In written instructions or technical documents (dictionary form is more common).

e Ininnerthoughts or diary writing.

Irregular Verbs

Some H-verbs end in % but are conjugated as 5-verbs.

Rule: a-%, 0-%, u-% endings are usually Group 1
i-%, e-% endings are usually Group 2

Example: #85 (% 5) to return
