e Use IZ when talking about where things are or where you will go.
e Use T when talking about what you do at a place.

Particle Focus Example Meaning
[Z (ni) | Location (existence/destination) | Z#RIZLVET, "| am at school." (Existence)
T (de) | Location of action/event FRTHMAELET . "| study at school." (Action)

Demonstratives




Demonstratives

In Japanese, demonstratives are words used to indicate people, objects, or places based on their distance from the speaker
and listener.

—-&-8-& pattern:

e C (ko-) refers to things close to the speaker (e.g., Z#1 "this," ZZ "here"),
e ¥ (so-) indicates things near the listener (e.g., ## "that," #Z "there"),

e ¥ (a-) points to things far from both the speaker and listener (e.g., &4 "that over there," #%-#Z "over there"), and

e ¥ (do-)is used for questions (e.g., £41 "which one?" £Z "where?"). These words are essential for everyday

conversations and can also modify nouns, such as CDZ ("this book") or ZD & E ("that movie").



Demonstratives

—h — this (thing) ZZ —here
Zh — that (thing) %< —there
Hh — that (thing over there) HEC - over there

Eh — which (thing)? EZ — where?

< — this (before a noun)
Zd — that (before a noun)
& d — that over there (before a noun)

E® — which (before a noun)?

Question Particle - ~H»

The particle " is used to turn a statement into a question. It functions similarly to a question
mark in English but is placed at the end of the sentence.

Add »» at the end of a statement to make it a question. The word order does not change like it
does in English.

Statement: Question (Add HM):

o _hIEEXTT., (Thisis abook.) o NIZETTHI? (Isthis a book?)
o HETIXFEETYT ., (You are a student.) o BHEIIFETTM? (Are you a student?)

* No need for a question mark (?) in formal writing, but it’s often used in casual digital text.



TL&EOM

e A polite and indirect way to ask a question.
e Often used in formal settings, when making polite requests or showing hesitation.

Difference Between T3 H and TL&5H

. Key Point: TL&DH" softens the question and makes it more respectful.

Form Use Case Example Meaning
TIHh? Standard question | SR (LVEEZAL)TIM? What time is it?
TL&OH? More polite, indirect | §{AIBETL&EIM ? May | ask what time it

is?




Examples

» ETTITM? — Where is it? (Direct)
» ECTLEIM? — May | ask where it is? (Polite)

» SRITLBTT M ? — How much is this?
» THhIFLKBTLESM? — May | ask how much this is?

» BWALIZEFET M ? — What time will they come?
» BRALIZESTLESD? — Do you know what time they might come?
