Subordinating conjunction

Words that you need to create subclauses in Finnish. NOTE! You always need to place comma (,) before a subordinating conjunction.

Joka - Which
En puhu Suomea, joka tarkoittaa etten ymmarra.
| don't speak Finnish, which means | don't understand

Mika - What
En tieda, mika tuo on.
| don't know what is that.

Etta - That
Muista, ettd huomenna on koulupaiva.
Remember, that tomorrow is a school day.

Kun - When/As
Muistan, kun minua viela tarvittiin.
| remember when | was still needed.

Koska - Because
Han ei ole taalla, koska han on kipea.
He is not here, because he is sick.
