The irregularity mostly comes from adjectives that end in L) but aren’t L¥-adjectives, like Ehl).

Words like & and E5L feel like verbs (to like/to dislike), but they are grammatically %:-adjectives.

Adjective Meaning Notes

=18 dislike Grammatically a %i-adjective, but "dislike" feels like a verb in English.
gE like Same as above — it's a %i-adjective, but functions more like "to like."
ENLVE) clean/beautiful Ends in LY, but it’s a %:-adjective.

P31 famous Ends in LY, but it's a %-adjective.
